HOURS  
The camp day begins at 9:00 a.m. and ends at 4:00 p.m.  Please avoid 
dropping off your child earlier than 9:00 so that they may be 
adequately supervised.  Also please note: Children who are not picked up 
by 4:15 p.m. will join our "Extended Care" program which is in session 
until 6:00 p.m.  You will be charged $10 for the day.  

EXTENDED CARE 
Camp Gan Israel will be offering "Extended Care" for the hours of 7:30 
a.m. to 9:00 a.m. and from 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. This service will not 
be provided with transportation.  The fees are $10 per child per day or $30 
per week per child.  For further information or for an "Extended Care" 
application, call the camp office.   Note:  "Extended Care" is held at 
Chabad of Tarzana – 18181 Burbank Blvd. 

LOCATION 
Camp Gan Israel's 5 divisions, "Kiddie Kamp" (boys and girls ages 4.9-
5.11), "Division A" (girls ages 6-11), "Division B" (boys ages 6-11), 
“Pioneers A” (girls ages 12-14) and “Pioneers B” (boys ages 12-14) meet 
at the Nestle Ave. School Campus at 5060 Nestle Ave.  

TRANSPORTATION 
If you've opted for bus transportation, please be sure to read the 
"Transportation Information Pamphlet" for scheduled pick-up and drop-off 
times in your neighborhood. 

FEES 
All camp fees must be paid in full by June 1, 2011.  Children will not be 
allowed to attend camp if their tuition is not paid in full. All tuition fees 
are non-refundable. 

LUNCHES 
This summer we will be offering hot lunch FREE OF CHARGE! If you 
choose to send lunch from home it must be kosher and either dairy or 
Pareve (no meat lunches).  Drinks for lunch as well as afternoon snacks are 
provided by the camp.   

CAMP ATTIRE

not be worn for safety reasons. Camp shirts must be worn on trip days.

Bathing suits and towels for swim days: The swim set must include a large 
plastic or tote bag for transportation.  Mark swim suits and towels 
clearly with the child's name using name labels or indelible ink.
